Turn SLIGHT RIGHT onto JANDY BLVD (0.3 mile) (first traffic light as you come into Nazareth)  

Turn LEFT onto SOUTH BROAD ST (0.7 mile @ Suzuki Dealer)

 Besides being your president and very involved in planning, it was about a message of relationship to 

God, relationship to fellow women and moments of worship, within the presence of God, that asked us ñWhat 

kind of building are you?ò  We may have been blessed with sharing a ride, women to talk to, to share with, to 

let go of our concerns for a time of fellowship with our sisters in Christ.  Within any given event, we meet 

people from all walks of life -we learn from them and grow from them.  From those who attended we have 

heard that seeing friends was the thing most valued about the day in addition to the morning worship service.  

Our focus groups and closing harpist music were next with highest marks.  There was disappointment that the 

young girls program could not be included, due to lack of participants, and we will continue to try to open 

doors of interest for youth.  The future of Women of the ELCA depends on renewed energy and ideas.  Please 

know that all your comments and concerns will be considered by the board. 

 

 A thank-you to all who brought in-kind gifts for the Gordon Food Pantry and items needed to make up 

50 health kits for LWR.  Thanks, also, to the Women of Ashland for completing the kits and filling in items 

where necessary.  Our women of the NEPA Synodical continue to a blessing in their generous response to calls 

of Stewardship in their financial giving.  The response to our Children Survive and Thrive emphasis has 

brought in a total of $3175, including the $700 from last yearôs convention offering.  Our current Fall and 

Spring Cluster offerings will be directed to Camp Noah, which helps children recovering from a disaster to 

process their feelings and fears as well as allow them to take an emotional break from recovery through play 

and recreation.  We are still in need of women to serve on the board and we will continue to pray that someone 

will hear the call and respond joyously to open leadership positions. 

  

 In closing, I would like to refer to our convention theme, Building to Last Forever, and cite Pastor 

Sipeôs reply to the question ñWhat kind of a building are you?  You are a gift to Godôs kingdom and your 

building, your particular way of serving, will be strong as long as you have Jesus Christ as your

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News from Schuylkill Cluster 

 
     Women residing at the western end of Schuylkill Cluster have the opportunity to attend a service of prayer 

and healing once a month at St. Paulôs Lutheran Church, Tower City.  The service is based on the prayer 

service of the ecumenical community at Taize in France.  Upon quietly entering the sanctuary, attendees are 

greeted with the chancel filled with candlelight.  The service proceeds with scripture reading, prayer, and 

chanting interspersed with times of silence for reflection and contemplation. At the conclusion, opportunity is 

given to meet with one of three spiritual directors who are present for a time of personal prayer and sharing 

followed by the anointing with oil.  The ladies who participate find it a welcome respite from the busyness that 

fills their days.

     Since 1991 various churches located in Schuylkill Cluster have been participating in an annual ingathering 

for Lutheran World Relief.  This ingathering began when George W. Tallman, Tower City, offered the family 

farmôs potato storage as a place to receive the quilts, parish kits, and soap and the means for transporting them 

to the Church World Service warehouse in New Windsor, Maryland.  The potato storage remained the site for 

the ingathering until 2008 when Pioneer Pole Buildings, Schuylkill Haven, offered their site for this purpose. 

 

     Last year ten churches within the Cluster and two neighboring churches participated.  A total of 493 quilts, 

45 school kits, 280 health kits, 57 layettes and 262 bars of soap were received.  In addition, two churches sent 

a total of $438 .85 directly to Project Comfort at Lutheran World Relief headquarters in Baltimore to help with 

the cost of shipping items overseas. 

 

     The ingathering occurs over two days in July.  This year the dates will be July 23 and 24.  Delivery of the 

kits and quilts will be made the following week. 

 

     What began as a small offer to help area churches with the delivery of items to the warehouse in New 

Windsor has blossomed into an annual event which the churches anticipate every year.  They especially 

appreciate that they do not have to individually make arrangements for this delivery. We look forward to even 

greater participation by the churches in our Cluster in the future. For more information, you can contact Carol
