Offer your teens "Lunch with 
Bart" Campolo. Hear chapel concerts, meet 
personalities from the past, play 
intergenerational games, and be prepared for 
lots of fun and surprises. 

Sunday, June 10, rounds out the 
celebration as synod congregations 
continue joining together in faith 
during your worship services. A
